Might charge for Electricity.      Might want to avoid precedent by offering a donation.   Howard to coordinate this with village council.   2 diamonds are owned by school.  

Karen - pick the shirt colors.  Patty Shank takes care of this.     www.flagshirts.com is the shirts she has.

Sara was interested in concession stand manager.   $2500 for doing this, also in charge of taking care of fields.    Need parent volunteer.    Since she is also treasurer she should not pay checks to herself.    Suggest using 'Celebrations' for delivering concessions.   Freezer for ice cream belongs to Tofts.

Dave - In the past the league has not had a food license.   Last year the health dept. was going to all little league stands.   Apparently if you limit to hot dogs then you can pay a $50 fee for the license.   May have to purchase a license this year.    Leave this decision on purchasing the license for the concession stand manager.

Karen left at 7:30.

Keith Brandt may be interested in doing the field portion of the work.   

Coaches meeting should probably been cleanup day as well per Howard.
